· 21 cm x 29.7 cm paper size (A-4 Size)

· Portrait orientation

· Top margin: 2.5 cm  or 0.98”
· Bottom margin: 2.5 cm or 0.98”

· Left and right margins: 2.5 cm or 0.98”

· Header and Footer: 1 cm

· Spacing between columns: 1 cm

· Indents -  paragraphs of section - none 

· Spacing between paragraphs: Single space

PAPER TITLE & AUTHOR DATA
Paper title: This information should be placed at the top of the first page in 14 point, Times New Roman in Title case, and centered. e.g. Title of the Paper
Author listing: 12 point, Times New Roman, centered, Italics. This style is defined under the style menu of this document as ‘Author’. Use the full name for the first author.  If an author is submitting more than one paper, please provide the same name on both papers.  e.g. Yukio Nishimura
Author Affiliations: List the author names under the title, but enter the positions and affiliations as a footnote, as shown on the top of this document.Information for each author such as e-mail, department or college, university, city, state and country can be listed. If you list the e-mail address make sure the Hyperlink is not attached. 
The footnote text should be 8 point, Times New Roman, left justified, with no space between the paragraphs. This is the only footnote format allowed in the paper.

PAPER BODY FORMAT

3.1
Page Format Instructions

Section titles should be numbered (e.g. 1.0, 2.0 etc), Capital, Bold, 11 point, Times New Roman, left justified and indent the text  1 cm from the left.   

Text of the paragraph should be 11 points, Times New roman and justified with single line spacing.

· Bullets: 11 point, Times New Roman, left justified and indent the text 0.5 cm.  Insert a single space after the bullet list but not before. Follow the examples in this document.

4.0
FIGURES & TABLES
Do not abbreviate ‘Table’ and ‘Figure’; use Roman numerals to number tables. Use the following format guidelines for Figures and Tables:

· Figure and Table headings: 9 point, Times New Roman, Upper Case title, centered & bold. The heading should be under a Figure, and above for a Table. Leave single space above and below each Table or Figure. 

· Figure and Table captions:  8 point, Times New Roman, Upper Case title, centered. Place them along with figure or table headings.

· Table text: 8 point, Times New Roman.
· The manuscript’s graphics should have resolutions of 600 dpi for monochrome, 300 dpi for grayscale, and 300 dpi for color. Do not link to a graphic.
